Directions

From Avoca take the C301 to Royal George. After about 17 km (as you get to Royal George) turn right (south) into Williams Road and follow for 1 km. Parking is available on a bush track on the left. Please try and park carefully and allow room for as many as possible. There is also parking along Williams Road. The assembly area is about 150 m up the track.
Start times

From 1.00pm to 2.30pm.

Course closure at 3.30pm

Terrain & Map
The main features of the map are old mining areas with complex erosion details separated by open runnable spur-gully. There are numerous tracks and while the map was upgraded, tracks do vary in visibility and runnability and there may be faint tracks on the ground that are not mapped. 
There are a number of small areas of rubbish that have not warranted a “man-made feature” symbol.  Please be careful crossing any rubbish areas as there is broken glass in places.

Courses. Middle distance length with short legs and numerous controls. Estimated winning time on each course is around 35 minutes.

There are several fences but these are not marked on the maps for courses 1 – 5. Competitors on these courses should avoid running into the fences. Gaiters are recommended to repel the grass seeds.

Directions

The Robin's Lawn property is slightly closer to Avoca than the previous 2 days. The gate will be signposted. Please drive slowly on the property and follow signs to the parking area. There are several gates; take responsibility for all “close gate” signs even if you know other cars are following you.

Course closure at 1.30pm
Terrain & Map
The longer courses start in the detailed mining terrain, then pass through some detailed rock areas before finishing in the faster and more open spur gully terrain. Courses 6, 7 and 8 use the paddocks around the assembly area. Fences are NOT marked on the maps for courses 1 – 5. Vegetation, root mounds and tracks may have changed a little in some places. Gaiters are recommended as protection against grass seeds!

WARNING! Please note that courses 1 – 5 cross an old mining area and course 6 skirts the edge. This area contains several deep pits and other workings with vertical sides, marked on the map with black “V's” and solid black lines. After recent rains many of these now contain water and they are very dangerous.  We will hang warning tape in order to minimise this danger but please be very aware of these features when traversing this area and do not approach close to the edge of them.
