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General Information

· This is a pre-entry only event.

· SportIdent will be used on all courses.

· Start times for all runners have been pre-allocated and distributed separately.  For reference, a start list will be available at Registration.

· Outstanding event fees should be paid to the organisers at the Registration tent prior to your start.

Terrain

The area of the map is best described as spur gully terrain with outcrops of sandstone.  The map covers areas of gently sloping land, on the ridge tops and valley floors, interspersed by some steep hillsides.  Vegetation is mainly open Eucalyptus forest, allowing fast running, but there are extensive areas of bracken which will slow progress.  There are also areas of open farmland.
The terrain is quite wet, after recent heavy rain, and runners should take care when crossing areas of bare, or moss and lichen-covered, rock which can be extremely slippery (carry a whistle!).

Significant root mounds, including those created by recent windfalls, have been mapped, but there are many smaller unmapped root mounds. 
Courses

Course details are as follows. 

1 - 10.0 km and 300m climb for 21 controls
2 - 8.0 km and 205m climb for 16 controls
3 - 6.4 km and 200m climb for 12 controls
4 - 4.8 km and 135m climb for 10 controls
5 - 4.3 km and130m climb for 8 controls
6 - 2.9 km and 100m climb for 10 controls
7 - 2.4 km and 40m climb for 8 controls
8 - 1.8 km and 30m climb for 7 controls

Start

All courses have the same start which is located 500 metres up hill (approximately 55m climb) from the Assembly Area.  Follow the tapes from the Registration Tent.

Standard start procedures will be used.  Control description sheets will be available after runners enter the pre-start.

Drinking Water
Drinking water will be provided on courses 1 - 5.

Directions to Assembly Area:

Warnings

1. Three kilometres from the B31, Brown Mt Road changes to gravel and it becomes very narrow in places – drive cautiously and take care on the corners.

2. Please drive carefully when approaching the Assembly Area as runners on some courses will need to cross the access road.
From South: Travel to Richmond, turn north onto the B31 proceed to Campania. Continue along the B31 towards Colebrook for approximately 3Km, turn right onto Brown Mountain Road. The assembly area is approximately 9Km from the B31/Brown Mountain Rd junction. 

From North: Proceed south on the Midlands Highway. 11km past Oatlands turn left onto the B31 and travel to Colebrook. Proceed through Colebrook on the B31 and approx. 17km after leaving Colebrook turn left onto Brown Mountain Road. Travel as per the ‘From South’ directions.
Parking
Depending on weather conditions it may be possible to park in a paddock at the Assembly Area.  Otherwise runners should park carefully along the edge of the road.
